Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the
Legislative Assembly of the Province of Ontario, enacts
as follows:

(2) The Corporation shall not authorize a casino or
charity casino to be established unless the Corporation has
taken the steps specified in the Regulation and the condi-
tions specified in the Regulation have been met.
