Financial contribution in the amount of $750.00 to the City of Hamilton (the “City”) in support of
their appeal to the Ontario Court of Appeal to affirm the City’s position that municipalities have
the authority and duty to regulate their road allowance and to apply minimum standards to
community mailboxes.

WHEREAS in April 2015, the City of Hamilton passed a Roads — Equipment Installation By-law
regulating the installation of equipment on, in and under its road allowance, including the
community mailboxes being installed by Canada Post as it eliminates home delivery;

WHEREAS Canada Post’s challenge to said by-law, an application to Ontario’s Superior Court, has
been successful;

WHEREAS on June 24, 2015, the City of Hamilton’s Council recommended that this decision be
appealed to the Ontario Court of Appeal;

WHEREAS the City of Hamilton is asking for the Town of Baie-D’Urfé’s support in this appeal by
means of a financial contribution;
