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BACKGROUND:

Social Navigator Project

During the first year of its ACTION strategy, Hamilton Police were continually
encountering people who were repeat offenders or "at risk” of becoming involved in
criminal behaviour. It became apparent that the judicial system was not the best
solution for these individuals and more needed to be done. The concept of creating a
Social Navigator to refer "at risk" people and those who have had repeat interactions
with the HPS to the appropriate agencies was developed in parinership with HPS and
the City of Hamilton and the Hamilton Paramedic Service. The following table outlines
the Social Navigator referrals:
