ECOHOUSE TOURS

• In 2017 Green Venture’s had 
2064 visitors come for 
environmental education tours

• A total of 42 schools came to 
EcoHouse from Hamilton and 
surrounding areas

• Green Venture delivered a total 
of 142 class tours, which would 
not be possible without the Public 
Works Funding.

• As part of the 2017 modification to 

the Waste Programming at 
EcoHouse , a “200 Days of Waste” 
display was created.

• Each students goes to school for 
approximately 200 days each 
school year 

• The display illustrates just how 
much waste just one student could 
potentially create at school each 
year. 



COMMUNITY PRESENTATIONS

• 3697 participants partook in 
Green Venture’s 
environmentally based 
presentations in 2017. 

• Green Venture staff and 
volunteers visited a total of 
52 schools or organizations 
in 2017 to deliver 92 
presentations. 

• 24 of these presentations 
were funded by the Public 
Works. 



Totally Transit for Kids-
• In 2017, 313 students participated in a 

“Totally Transit” Tour or Partnership Tour 
where the HSR provides transportation to 
and from the field trip.

• The partnership presentations include a 
morning tour of Green Venture and an 
afternoon tour of the Hamilton Museum of 
Steam and Technology

Totally Transit for Older Adults-

• Green Venture also utilized the HSR in-
kind support to deliver seven public transit 
education workshops to seniors, as part of 
work done in our Totally Transit for Older 
Adults program. 

• 118 residents took part in those 
workshops.

DEMONSTRATIONS

• The gardens of EcoHouse provide a valuable 
example for visitors interested in trying 
sustainable practices that have residential 
benefits

• including water conservation storm water 
management and flooding prevention 

• pesticide reduction 
• energy reduction, and increased food 

security.



• Green Venture also added additional 
garden beds to the EcoHouse 
Community Garden in 2017

• The Community Garden was also 
improved with a rebuilt backyard 
composter

The grass-alternative 
demonstration squares, 
previously funded by Water 
Department as a 
demonstration of drought-
tolerant lawns, were also 
updated in 2017



INTERACTIVE EXHIBITS AND DISPLAYS
• Green Venture used 

Public Works funding in 
2017 to install several 
new interactive displays. 

• The primary installation 
was that of a waste 
education kiosk.

• This unit serves the 
functional purpose of 
housing EcoHouse’s 
waste receptacles

• While also providing 
educational information 
on waste sorting and 
collection in Hamilton. 

• Green Venture also 
installed a new garden 
shed for use with the 
teaching garden (see 
below) and the 
EcoHouse Community 
Garden. 



SEED LIBRARY 
• EcoHouse also became the 

new home of the Hamilton 
Seed Library in 2017

• The Seed Library is a year-
round seed swap – visitors 
can take seeds that have 
been donated, and hopefully 
save the seeds from their 
own harvest to return to the 
library.
