Responsibility for the Conservation Authorities Act has been transferred to my ministry,
and | am pleased to respond on behalf of our government.

The Conservation Authorities Act was amended to improve clarity and consistency in
regulatory requirements. The Act revisions provided for changes to modernize funding
mechanisms, including how levies are apportioned among municipalities. To implement
these amendments, supporting regulations are required.

The province is doing a line-by-line audit to ensure government funding programs are
cost effective and beneficial. Although we recognize that funding amounts have not
increased in recent years, we are not able to commit to additional funding for now.
