• Police Boards need to have members who are engaged, knowledgeable about governance, 
and willing and able to ask the hard and detailed questions.  

• System changes have resulted in greater burden on Police for front line risk management. No 
boundaries have been set.  The business model needs to be changed.  SIt was suggested 
that policing needs structural change that should include regional or provincial Police Services 
to integrate into one larger service and there should be provincial standards.

The overview of emerging issues confirms that changes impacting policing  are national and  
even international.   There was confirmation that the best approach is to have providers talk to 
each other to optimize   service delivery.
