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Installation of Traffic Calming Measures on Broker Drive, between Upper Ottawa
Street and Mountain Brow Boulevard, Hamilton (Ward 6)

WHEREAS, residents of the Huntington and Kings Forest Drive communities are
requesting the installation of speed cushions along Broker Drive to address roadway
safety concerns as a result of speeding, cut-through traffic; and,

WHEREAS, there is an elementary school, City Community Recreation Center, two Parks
and the multi-use recreational Mountain Brow Blvd. trail resulting in many residents
walking/cycling to these neighbourhood generators;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

(&  That Transportation Operations and Maintenance staff be authorized and directed
to install traffic calming measures on Broker Drive, between Upper Ottawa Street
and Mountain Brow Boulevard (6 speed cushions), as part of the 2021 Traffic
Calming program (Fall Application);

(b)  That all costs associated with the installation of traffic calming measures on Broker
Drive, between Upper Ottawa Street and Mountain Brow Boulevard, be funded
from the Ward 6 Minor Maintenance Account (4031911606) at an upset limit,
including contingency, not to exceed $36,000; and,

(c) That the Mayor and City Clerk be authorized and directed to execute any required
agreement(s) and ancillary documents, with such terms and conditions in a form
satisfactory to the City Solicitor.
