Park Improvements to Macassa Park, 701 Upper Sherman Avenue, ElImar Park, 140
Brigade Drive, Burkholder Park, 478 East 25™" Street, and Peace Memorial Park, 85 East
36" Street, (Ward 7)

WHEREAS, the play structures at Macassa Park, 701 Upper Sherman Avenue, Elmar Park,
140 Brigade Drive, Burkholder Park, 478 East 25" Street, and Peace Memorial Park, 85 East
36! Street, have reached the end of their usable life;

WHEREAS, the asphalt pathways at EImar Park would benefit from replacement; and

WHEREAS, these community amenities are valuable recreation opportunities for children, youth
and families within the Ward 7 neighbourhoods.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

(@  That replacement of the existing play structures at Macassa Park, 701 Upper
Sherman Avenue, Elmar Park, 140 Brigade Drive, Burkholder Park, 478 East 25t
Street, and Peace Memorial Park, 85 East 36" Street, at a cost of $875,000
including contingency, to be funded from the Ward 7 Special Capital Re-Investment
Reserve Fund (#108057), be approved;

(b) That existing park pathways in need of replacement at EImar Park, 140 Brigade
Drive, be replaced at a cost of $125,000 including contingency, to be funded from
the Ward 7 Minor Maintenance Fund #4031911607, be approved; and

(©) That the General Manager of Public Works be authorized and directed to approve
and execute any and all required agreements and ancillary documents, in a form
satisfactory to the City Solicitor.
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
