(Summary)

The property located at 7 Ravenscliffe Avenue is comprised of a two-and-one-

half storey stucco-clad brick residence, constructed circa 1911. The property is a 

representative example of the Italian Renaissance Revival architectural style 

and display a high degree of craftsmanship. 

The property is directly associated with Harry Blois Witton, former President of 

Tuckett Tobacco Company, and the architectural firm of Stewart & Witton. 

The property helps define the character of Ravenscliffe Avenue and is visually 

and historically linked to its surroundings.
