Installation of Speed Cushions as a Traffic Calming Measure on Owen Place and
Kenora Avenue (Ward 5)

WHEREAS, the City of Hamilton has adopted Vision Zero approach which considers
human error as part of the roadway safety equation;

WHEREAS, Ward 5 residents advocate for the installation of speed cushions on various
roadways throughout their neighbourhoods to address roadway safety concerns as a
result of speeding and cut-through traffic; and

WHEREAS, signatures were collected from residents resulting in support by 34 of 40
homes on Owen Place between King Street East and Cromwell Crescent for the
installation of speed cushions as a traffic calming measure.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

(@)  That the Transportation Division be authorized and directed to install 1 speed
cushion as a traffic calming measure on Owen Place between King Street East
and Cromwell Crescent and 1 speed cushion on Kenora Avenue between Janet
Court and Village Drive as part of the 2024 Traffic Calming program’s spring
application;

(b)  That all costs associated with the installation of 1 speed cushions on Owen Place
and 1 speed cushion of Kenora Avenue be funded from the CP Minor
Maintenance Ward 5 Account (#4031911605) at an upset limit, including
contingency, not to exceed $14,000.00; and

(c) That the Mayor and City Clerk be authorized and directed to execute any required
agreement(s) and ancillary documents, with such terms and conditions in a form
satisfactory to the City Solicitor.
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
