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move to 2-3 different upgraded homes over the course of their life. The government makes money on 
land transfer each time. With your proposed tax, I can guarantee you that they will think twice about 
purchasing that next home. Policy Alternatives Instead of implementing an MLTT, I encourage the city 
to explore alternative revenue-generation strategies that do not disproportionately burden 
homebuyers or destabilize the housing market. Examples include: 
• Implementing efficiency measures to optimize existing budget allocations. 
• Exploring development charges or levies targeted at new construction to fund specific municipal 
needs. 
• Introducing targeted property tax reforms that equitably distribute the tax burden without penalizing 
buyers and sellers. 
In conclusion, an MLTT would exacerbate existing affordability challenges, harm the real estate 
market, and undermine economic growth in our municipality. I respectfully urge you to consider the 
long-term implications of this policy and seek alternative solutions that promote housing accessibility 
and economic resilience.
